ELISA SIGHICELLI’S 
REPORT OF THE PROJECT “GEMINE MUSE” 2004

I have been invited with Marzia Migliora to take part to the project “Gemine Muse” in July 2004. The Torino organizers required from us to go to Prague to visit the National Museum, get inspired by one work of their collection, produce the artwork, get it photographed for the catalogue, everything by mid August. Since we had already accepted and had also met Táňa Langášková and trusted her, we decided to go forward with the project. 

From the 11th to the 16th of August I have been in Prague in order to have a look at the National Museum. Táňa had organized everything perfectly: I have been collected from the airport, I was given a per diem, and most importantly, she had organized for me to stay in a beautiful and comfortable apartment in the centre of town. (And even took us to a classical concert!)

Táňa also organized a meeting with Michal Stehlík from the museum. 

The impression I had from the beginning was that the museum was not very interested in having a work of contemporary art among their collection. Their participation has been, to say the least, passive. We needed either a projector or a plasma screen to show our video animation and the museum didn’t give us any availability. 

It was only thanks to Táňa if the exhibition took place, since she found Siemens Fujitzu as a sponsor for the screen. I am very aware that this took a lot of work from her part. 

We came back to Prague at the beginning of December, this time also with Marzia Migliora, and Táňa took care of both of us. On the 2nd, the press conference that Táňa organized took place. She also helped us with the bilingual text of explanation which was exhibited next to the artwork.

The positive aspects of this project have been to have had the chance to spend some time in Prague been looked after by Táňa and getting to know the National Museum. I would say that the whole project took a lot of work from all of us, and from an artistic point of view I don’t think that it is very significant.
