PATRÍCIA GUERREIRO ARTIST IN RESIDENCY – OPENSTUDIOS/DOLNÍ POČERNICE/PRAHA

International artist in residency program Open Studios Dolní Počernice, run by the civic association  DEAI/Setkání in collaboration with the Linhart Foundation, with the support of the City of Prague. 

My proposal for this residency was to work with portable/mobile materials – easily transportable, light and with small dimensions. I continued to develop a drawing project that I had already started in Portugal. I also began working on a new work, which I thought to be more interesting. This project consisted in collecting images, sounds and other impressions of this new environment that I found myself in – to experiment the city, document what it had to offer and then work with all of these materials.

The studio that was provided for this residency had exceeded my expectations. It had excellent accommodation providing good working conditions, such as having a wide space with table, drawing materials, good lighting conditions, quietness, and a computer with free access to internet, which allowed me to create a new project.

I felt completely supported by the conservers of the studio and as well by all the people working in Školská 28. The empathy I felt with my resident colleagues provided me a wonderful and memorable stay with quick assimilation into the artistic community of Prague.

After the two months had ended, my residency was extended for two more weeks so that I was able finish some of my projects that were in partnership with the local and international artists.

As a result of participating in this residency, there will be an exhibition at Lugar Comum, Portugal; a participation in the project Art Over the City in Český Krumlov and a possibility to participate in an exhibition at Školská 28.

PROJECTS DEVELOPED DURING THE RESIDENCY

1) fake e-mails project

The e-mails exchanged daily with my friends from Portugal were where I could report my adventures in Prague. To each friend I would invent a different story that allowed me to dive into the city in a unique way. It forced me into environments otherwise not taken and to experience these places for these stories.

These fictional diaries permitted me to know special places, people and the exploration of some alter egos. The stories would develop depending on the answers of the ones involved in the project and of the city itself.

I was interested to understand how much my friends missed me, in what way they talked about me and if they noticed the opposing information I was supplying. The results were very rich and I was able to explore the freedom of being distant, to be who I want – the plasticity of personality, improvise and responding to the unknown. More than invented, these stories were provoked, tested, experimented and the borders between real and fiction were not even clear for me.

To present the results, I will work in these post-production steps:

- to talk individually with all the people involved

- to explain the project and asking them to censor the texts (some may contain personal information) so they can be published in an exhibition

- to install all these texts and pictures I will build a object much like a house/home or nest, my affective home built in Dolní Počernice, a nest made of memories, emotions, human relations

2) drawing project – work in progress

3) A4 drawings – experimenting several materials and techniques

4) video "while the nails grow" – a stop motion animation

Daily, I would videotape my hands for 10 seconds so I could edit an animation of my nails growing. I stopped biting my nails on the day I arrived in Prague.

5) video-diary (digital 8)

Impressions of the city – interaction with people, places, and cultural activities; too see – an audiovisual project in collaboration with Eva Baumann.

6) Too See

The event provided a panoply of dazzling sonic and retinal effects, delivered by means both 
technology-mediated and direct. Light was thrown using a number of 16mm projectors and at least one video beam, forming coherent images on the walls of the space. Sound was amplified dispersed using loudspeakers, with inputs coming from an array of devices manipulated by the participants. Images, sounds, texts, gestures and objects have been collected by the various assamblagists and projectionists to present as the need arised.

TOO SEE  This is a love story that claims happiness under construction instead of a happy end. This is a story about dreams and how they become true, about possibilities and stepping over borders we carry inside.  It is about the process of being human, the search for the moment when a smile appears on somebody's face. It is a story about letting go, leaving the heavy furniture behind, the clothes that do not fit anymore. For travellers, sometimes even old dreams are too heavy. We travel and interact with people, artists, objects, landscapes – these are our inputs. The output, the product of this, is a process, a journal of the adventure, a search for our place in the world. We don't call ourselves musicians – we never learned how to play properly, and we don't intend to. We are not professional poets or videomakers and we don't try to become such. We try to be honest, to act and react on impulses from the inside and outside. Two women got together because they were looking for the same, because they found a different magic in looking at the world through the other's eyes. Trying to understand a foreign language is trying to

understand a foreign Heart – one heart with a different rhythm, a rhythm that fits one´s own heart rhythm – so there is a band instead of a solo part in the world.

The exhibition will take place in Gallery of Czech Culture located on the 2nd yard of the State Castle and Chateau of Český Krumlov. The remaining 20 paintings/drawings will be sent above the city with a help of 2000 balloons during the exhibition opening on April 29, 2006. Their journey will be documented and filmed. This will be a symbolic greeting and announcement to various locations in Europe about the beginning of cultural season 2006 in Český Krumlov. April 29, 2006: the exhibition opening in Gallery of Czech Culture, during which 2000 balloons with paintings/drawings attached to them will be sent from the main square in Český Krumlov. April 30 – October 30, 2006: exhibition Art Above the City in Gallery of Czech Culture.
