The board decided for Klára Čermáková, the main candidate where all members of the board agreed quite unanimously on the quality and the potential of the project. The board appreciated the aesthetics of her objects, conceptual framework, the choice of materials, but also the social and ecological aspect of her proposal. The board agreed that her ability to experiment, and even to provoke, can also open space for the local art scene to learn from her.
